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1| ABOUT THE ENTRETANTOS FOUNDATION

The Entretantos Foundation is  non-governmental, non-profitorganization a, statewide 
dedicated to promoting knowledge, research, participation, mutual learning, collective 
construction and networking.

Although preparations for this birth took almost a year with a notable exercise of prior , 
reflectionthe Foundation was formally constituted on May 15, 2012 and has been of 
Agriculture, Food and Environment since October 15, 2012registered in the Registry 
of Foundations of the Ministry , in accordance with the provisions of Law 50/2002, of 
December 26, 2002, on Foundations, and in the Regulation of Foundations of State 
Competence, approved by Royal Decree 1337/2005, of November 11. Thus, in 2024 the 
Foundation will have been in existence . for 12 yearsAs a Foundation of State 
Competence, we are subject to all the regulations detailed in this link.

The last step has been taken to transfer our amended bylaws to the Registry of 
Foundations of the Ministry of Justice. The text has already been approved by the 
Foundation', s Board of Trusteesvalidated by the Protectorate of Foundations on 
5June , 2023 and signed before a notary on October 11, 2023.

MUTUAL LEARNING AND ECOSOCIAL EDUCATION

We work to extend the approaches of environmental education - understood as 
ecosocial education - to all areas of shared life. For us, education is an essential 
instrument for the necessary transitions, and we work every day to ensure that social 
instruments -information, communication, education, participation, networking, 
collective construction, research-action,...- acquire the weight and attention they 
deserve in the change we must address as a society.

ESTABLISHING BRIDGES AND MEDIATION CHANNELS

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2| EQUIPMENT

track record and experience in the different thematic, organizational and working 
areas of the Foundation. In addition, there are 16 people in the management team, 
which we call the raquis - the body where key agreements , which are then submitted 
to the Board of Trustees. In total, we are now 25 people forming are deliberated and 
adoptedpart of the Foundation',  s stable teamtowhich we can add a number of tailors 
who work with us on a more ad hoc basis.

Not all of us on the team have the same type of employment or professional 
relationship with the Foundation. In our large team there are people hired by the 
Foundation -15 at present-, links established with cooperatives or small companies -
through the provision of services or technical assistance- and also freelance , 
.professionalswho dedicate part of their work and efforts to the Foundation's projects

Thus, the people who form part of Entretantos are very varied, and the way they so is 
relate to the Foundation. Some of us work full time, others part time (with varying ), 
intensityand others on a more ad hoc basis, linked to specific projects.

Although the Foundation has its official headquarters in Valladolid, the Entretantos 
team does not live in the same place or physically work in the same space.

In fact, we are spread across a wide range of locations, .both and inside outside the 
country
Peninsula, many of them located in rural areas.
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Thus, the different online tools (slack, e-mail, zoom, drive, whatsapp, telegram, etc.) 
are an essential part of our work, which are reinforced by face-to-face meetings of the 
different teams that develop each project, meetings of the entire team (of a more 
executive or technical nature) and at least one annual face-to-face assembly in which 
meet physically all team members to share, reflect, discuss and organize the work, 
initiatives, strategy and projects of the Foundation.

ORGANIZATION CHART AND INTERNAL ORGANIZATION

The Foundation is a complex organization, so tools internal coordination are essential 
for the design and development of our lines of work.

At the beginning of 2024, we reconfigured coordination, generating three new cross-
cutting areas (economy and finance, human resources and communication), which 
serve the function of addressing the different key issues with the necessary so that 
they can then be resolved in a more informed manner in the joint work sessions, which 
we call Executive Committees. There are also groups or depth specific working teams 
that seek to address certain issues related to internal organization.
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3| THE WORK PROGRAM

The work program of entretantos is articulated around various transversal , although 
the common thread that unites all of them is the promotion of participation, 
axesreflection and collective creation and collaboration, mutual learning and co-
production of knowledge and action to advance towards the ecological transition in all 
its spheres.

Among the lines of work open, we highlight the following:
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AGROECOLOGY AND FOOD POLICIES

The Entretantos Foundation intends to play a relevant role in the transition towards 
more sustainable and healthy food systems, promoting research, the development of 
territorial initiatives and strategies, the development of innovative tools based on the 
needs detected together with the most advanced actors at the national level, and the 
generation of networking projects in this area.

The Foundation is deeply involved in transforming our food systems towards more 
participatory,  , agro-ecologically based modelsandin defending the right of everyone 
to a more sustainable and healthy diet.

Thus, we work to promote alternative practices of production, processing and 
distribution with an agroecological , approachincluding the necessary technical, social, 
political and economic mechanisms to extend these practices and deepen their 
improvement. We are committed to the production, distribution and consumption of 
proximity, healthy, wholesome, ecological and seasonal food from territorialized 
approaches. And we try to bring this to public policies, working with very diverse allies 
(administrationsstate, regional and local , social , organizationsuniversities and 
research , centersagricultural , etc.) sectorto generate and strengthen cross-cutting 
policies that consider food as a priority and a backbone of coherence.

Throughout 2024 we have continued to develop, among others, the Technical of the 
Secretariat Network of Municipalities for Agroecology -including projects such as 
RUR-BACT and Liveseeding- the implementation process of the Food Strategy in 
Valladolid and several projects of territorialization of the agri-food system in rural 
territories (La Vera Nos Alimenta, Merindad Sangüesa-Pirineo and Pre-Pyrenees of 
Navarra, Montaña Palentina, Segovia, Burgos, etc.). In many of these projects

is working on accompanying processes of incorporation of  criteria healthy and 
sustainable foodin public food , procurementamong them in the program of 
accompaniment to municipalities that we started as a pilot in the province of Palencia 
in 2023, which has continued in 2024 extending to other provinces, and canteens that 
make a region in La Vera. In this line of work, but from generation of networks and 
platforms for socio-political advocacy, has started in 2024the project Mesas que 
nutren infancias y territorios , which aims to improve the situation of school canteens 
in Castilla y León.

In addition, we have continued to promote the GIASAT project [Gestión Integral 
Agroeco- logica de los Sistemas Alimentarios Territorializados], within the consortium 
that we have created with a group of allied . entitiesOn the other hand, we are 
working for the inclusion of advice on short marketing channels (CCC) in the AKIS 
(ProjectEU4Advice ) and we have obtained funding from the Agroecology Partnership 
to work from 2025 to 2028 in the research and sharing good practices and challenges 
to advance, at European level, in the implementation of agroecological practices and 
policies.

We have also continued to develop innovative projects such as Píldora Ver- de, in 
which we work together with the conventional sector for a gradual and participatory 
towards more sustainable practices and experimental communication to develop 
transition symbolic contexts favorable to transitions towards sustainability in the 
agricultural sector. We have also initiated a work process with some local action 
groups in Castilla y León to start incorporating the food system perspective in their 
territorial development strategies.

With all the experience acquired by the Foundation in the implementation of local and 
county , food system transition processesprogress made has been in in 2024 the 
systematization of these processes, .which can help other entities to implement them 
in more territories

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EXTENSIVE LIVESTOCK FARMING AND PASTORALISM

The Entretantos Foundation carries out an important activity in support, defense and 
promotion of extensive livestock farming and pastoralism in Spain.

Entretantos is the technical and communications secretariat of the Platform Extensive 
Livestock Farming and Pastoralism (PGEP), a reference entity in support of an activity 
whose strengths and differentiating elements in social, matterseconomic and 
employment , as well  asthe conservation of the landscape and biodiversity, have been 
repeatedly demonstrated and .highlighted by the national and international scientific 
community

Among the members of this Platform, the balance between the three sectors most 
involved in the development and support of extensive livestock farming : universities 
and stands outresearch , groupsadministrations and technicians and activist and 
support , organizationswhile always respecting the leading role  ofthe livestock farmers 
.themselves

The Platform maintains a specialized , web magazinea mailing list in which more than 
550 people and entities participate, a prominent presence in social networks and an 
active exchange of information, collaborating in the development of events . and 
periodic conferencesIn addition, the Platform, in collaboration with FENT, has 
organized and held two webinars on current issues , in 2024one on the importance of 
livestock mobility and the other on the link between extensive livestock farming and 
conservation of biodiversity and the territory.

In the same line of action, we promoted the creation and work of Ganaderas en Red 
GeR), a very active group of mutual support and public defense of the work of this 
group, .made up of almost 200 women from all over Spain, all of them extensive and 
shepherdslivestock breeders

This project unites the interests of all of them, promotes the relevant role of women in 
the rural , environmentdevelops lines of work that promote empowerment and 
training in access to decision-making , spaceswhile shaping an improvement in the 
marketing of common products that each and  haveevery one of : a quality product 
that lives in the countryside and in the mountains, taking care of our ecosystems and 
helping to maintain a living rural world.

The Entretantos Foundation is a very active organization in research and participatory 
action in this field. Annually it organizes and coordinates, together with the PGEP and, in 
this case, together with the Global Foundation, Nature the conference 'Territorios Pas- 
toreados', which in 2024 was held in Lugo with the collaboration of the Sociedad 
Galega de Pastos y Forrajes after having visited Madrid, Zaragoza, Plasencia, Girona, 
Navarra and Valencia in previous editions.

In addition, we promote and participate in committees, partnerships, projects (such as 
the differentiation of extensive livestock farming) and working groups (such as 
PorOtraPac coalition), prepare technical and strategic documents and contribute to 
articles, scientific , publicationsbooks and technical guides aimed at promoting 
extensive livestock farming and pastoralism at state, European and international level. 
Among the projects in which we are involved are Naturaleza Pastoreada and Pastoreo 
Fotovoltaico, financed by the Fundación Biodiversidad or the Grupo Operativo 
GalliExtrem _ Gallina Extremeña Azul. A new line of work formalized in 2024 is 
Extensive Livestock and Climate Change, with some publications in this regard.

At the international level, Entretantos is part of the International Group and the 
European Regional Group that support and prepare the Declaration of 2026 as the 
International of Pastures and ShepherdsYear .

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In addition, the Foundation is a member of the Agriculture, Biodiversity and Climate 
(ABC) Working Group, promoted by Eurosite, which brings together the forces of 
various European organizations working to promote the value of extensive livestock 
farming in conservation of the territory. We take part also in events, congresses and 
seminars and maintain a large network of contact and collaboration with other 
pastoralist organizations and nodes around the world.

COEXISTENCE OF WOLVES WITH RURAL POPULATIONS

As a result of our work in the territory and after observing that the existing social conflict 
in relation to the wolf and extensive livestock farming was increasing, in 2016 a specific 
area of work was opened in the Foundation to address this socio-environmental 
problem. We have been experimenting through social mediation techniques to address 
a socio-environmental conflict that goes beyond the wolf, which visible in the diversity of 
views and models that exist in the way of understanding the rural environment and 
territorially based livestock activity.

The problem has been made explicit in a social conflict of great dimensions with 
confrontations based on distrust and ignorance of the "other", fed .to a large extent by 
the most polarized and excluding discourses We believe that through mediation , 
initiativesand relying on social , research processeswe can generate spaces of trust and 
respect between opposing actors and facilitate empathy to help resolve this social 
conflict and generate working models . for other areas of environmental conflictAs a 
result of this work, there is the Cam- po Grande , Groupa group formed by 
representatives of the different positions and relevant social in the wolf conflict.agents 
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This group has evolved, becoming in 2020 the Observatorio Campo Gran- de as a space for 
reflection among all sectors, representatives and experts members of the GCG in order 
to propose actions that integrate and analyze all these views on the news, events, new 
regulations or plans, etc. that . fuel the conflict, and to propose alternatives from dialogue 
and consensus both territorially and globallyIn 2024 this group has consolidated as a 
reference in the field of coexistence between the wolf and the livestock , sectorand has led 
to the development of several territorial coexistence projects in different territories of 
Spain.

In 2024, the Observatory held the IV Conference on "Participation Social and Dialogue for 
Coexistence between wolves and extensive " livestockin Bagà [Parc Natural del Ca- dí-
Moixeró], with the support of the Generalitat de Catalunya. More than sixty people 
participated in this event, which brought together different sectors and agents of the 
territory linked to coexistence, as well as entities from Spain and other territories such as 
Galicia, Basque Country, , Castilla la ManchaNavarra, South of France, Cantabria, Asturias 
and Castilla y León. This fourth edition had its previous meetings in 2023 in Potes 
(Cantabria), in 2022 in Valvanera (La Rioja) and in 2021 in Sanabria (Zamora).

GEODIVERSITY

In 2015 the Entretantos Foundation established an agreement with ARGEOL 
(Association for the Geological Reserve of Las Loras) for the development research, 
conservation, protection, improvement and enhancement of the natural heritage of 
the UNESCO World Geopark Las Loras from two different but related . areasOn the 
one , research per se, to obtain scientific knowledge of the different places of interest. 
On the other hand, involving all the actors and sectors of the territory.

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The declaration in May 2017 of the Loras UNESCO Global Geopark can be considered a 
direct result of ARGEOL's work with the local population and the different 
administrations and agents of the territory, and also of this collaboration.

In this sense, it is worth recalling the background of the Geopark and the project as 
well as its justification and the different steps that have been taken in a process whose 
success has been based, undoubtedly, on being a clear example of bottom-up 
methodology, involving the local population from the beginning.

Through the different participatory processes undertaken in the Geopark, and the 
monitoring of their evolution, a change has been observed in the population local 
regarding the knowledge and care of their heritage. Different initiatives have been 
developed over the last few years: geo-volunteering, educational projects, creation 
and consolidation of participation committees with the local population and the 
administrations, research on vulnerable sites, studies on carrying capacity, agro-
ecological and environmental projects, projects related to art and science, etc. And all 
of them have been developed with the collaboration and/or participation of the local 
population, which is beginning to take care of these places, to think of tools to value, 
protect and conserve them.

In addition, since 2018, with the implementation of the scientific committee, work is 
being done on ways to strengthen and consolidate research, . especially geological All 
researchthis favors knowledge and facilitates the management of the space with a 
collaborative approach and with objectives shared by the administrations and the 
people who inhabit these territories.
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GOVERNANCE OF THE COMMONS AND THE COMMONS

In Spain, the governance of protected areas by local communities, one of the four 
governance models connected to  conservation established by the International Union 
for Conservation of Nature (IUCN), . is not unknown to usWe have hundreds and 
hundreds of communal , neighboring forests, in common ownership; irrigation ditches, 
irrigation communities, forestsfishing guilds and other traditional governance 
organizations that have under their management thousands of hectares of High 
Nature Value Areas (HNVPAs) and natural resources of great value for the 
conservation of biodiversity. That is why at Entretantos we have been involved for 
some time in researching and working on commons and communal lands.

In the search and research of successful governance models in terms of conservation 
and participation, we have worked from this area in two ways: in relation to the 
current state of the communal lands, addressing their functioning, structure, 
conservation and uses and promoting networks, reflections and spaces for their 
conservation and strengthening, and on the other hand in relation to governance 
taking  the axis gender asof research. Since 2019 we have been working with groups of 
women and women linked to the communal lands (research, work technical in 
communal lands, mayors...) both in the facilitation and operation of the groups 
themselves and  inthe design and development of informative materials in relation to 
the communal lands, their validity, existence and potential at present. From the II State 
Meeting of Communal Farmers, held in 2022 in Teruel, progress was made  inthe 
creation of a single working group, both of communal farmers and women linked to 
these systems.

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During 2024, work has continued to strengthen and expand the network of communal 
women through online meetings and the celebration of the IV State Meeting in Couso, 
a community recognized as a Territory of Life by the ICCA Consortium. It has also 
facilitated the development of network activities such as an orientation webinar for 
new comuneras and a conference on the comunales in Sayago, as well as a 
communication campaign (articles in the media, audio-visual pills and RRSS) around 
the Day of the Comuneros April ), 23the creation of a podcast, and the feeding of 
content in the blog.

España', both in the design and in the dissemination and disclosure, to the facilitation 
of the sessions, and the arrangements necessary for coordination with CENEAM as co-
funding agency of the event. Also this year we have joined the working group for the 
facilitation of the ICCA , Registrywhere we are accompanying a community in the 
preparation of the application.

In addition, in 2024, given the increased activity of the area in the national inter-area 
space, we have applied to become a member of the International Land Coalition, and 
we have been admitted, so we will start an active collaboration within the EMENA 
region.

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SOCIAL PARTICIPATION AND PARTICIPATORY METHODOLOGIES

Social participation is one of the foundation's fundamental areas of work, as it  isa 
common denominator in all the areas and projects that are developed. This area of 
work is articulated around another of the flagships of the FoundationEntretantos : . 
the EscuelaboratorioThis  isa space for collective research and reflection on key issues 
and shared concerns around a theme monographic that varies from year to year, but 
always maintaining a critical and constructive view from the point of view of 
participation and its methodologies.

This space, which has the collaboration of the program of permanent seminars 
CENEAM (Center National for Environmental Education of the Ministry for Ecological 
Transition and the Demographic ) Challenge,is held each year in a different territory and 
is designed and developed as a team with different entities depending on the theme and 
the place where it is held each time. In 2024 it was held in Ulloa (Lugo), the first 
weekend of June, focused on the development of a collective that we started with 
audiovisual project this call.

In addition, from the area we have been part of a team that collaborates in several of 
the actions promoted by the Ministry for Ecological Transition and Demographic 
Challenge and the Ministry of Education around the PAEAS (Plan Action 
Environmental Education for Sustainability). In 2021 we participated in the drafting of 
documentthe Plan , in 2022 we were part of the design, organization and facilitation 
the team of IV Conference on Environmental Education, promoted by MITERD and the 
Ministry of Education, and we have coordinated and taught -in 2022, 2023 and 2024- 
two of the environmental education courses organized by within CENEAM the 
framework of the Environmental Education Action Plan for Sustainability (PAEAS).

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Within this framework we carried out -also together with our colleagues from Altekio 
and Feitoría Verde- two studies that seek to contribute to a new and necessary impulse 
and actua- lization of environmental education in tune with the challenge of the 
ecosocial transition of our society, one of them focused on a comparison between the 
PAEAS and the autonomic strategies of environmental education and the other on 
promoting the trans- versalization of the EAS in public administrations. These studies 
were completed in 2024 and are currently available on the CENEAM's documentation 
and reports website in relation to the PAEAS.

For some time we have also been coinciding and getting involved with different 
entities dedicated to research and continuous review of social . participationA few 
years ago we were part of the Forum of Participatory Methodologies and now we are 
part of the Network of Innovation in Participatory Processes (RIEPP), which annually 
organizes a meeting dedicated to analyze and propose innovations and methodological 
improvements in the current processes of citizen and social . In participation2024 we 
held the meeting in Granada, with the title "Challenges and Strategies for 
participatory democracies in  face of theecosocial and political crises", from which a 
working group on "TransitionEcosocial , Community Development and Co-
management" , has been generatedwhich we have actively joined.

From this perspective of active participation for the resolution of environmental , 
problemsand after the serious forest fires of 2022, the Foundation launched the 
Forum of Reflection for the Integral Prevention of Forest Fires, from where we 
convened more than 50 people related to the prevention, extinction and investigation 
of forest fires, but also with environmental education, communication, participatory 
management, extensive livestock farming, forestry, etc. The idea is to build a space for 
collective reflection in which to integrate voices and experiences in the field of fire 
prevention.

All these revenues and sources of financing, however, do not generate economic 
benefits and the surpluses obtained, if any, are dedicated to sustaining the 
Foundation's purposes and resolving the financing difficulties we are experiencing. The 
same happens  withthe private contributions we receive or with the collaboration with 
other entities that pursue the same goals as ours.agreements 

PERSONNEL POLICY AND SALARY EQUITY

As a non-profit entity, although the people who make up the team, logically, receive 
income for their work, the Foundation does not distribute benefits.economic 

The Entretantos Foundation, however, has a professional base. The work it performs 
requires preparation, skills and dedication,  it andis Foundationthat this work be fairly 
and equitably remunerated.the 's aspiration 

Thus, the Foundation's policy is to pay for both the professional work of its initiatives 
and projects and the work and services involved in their management and 
administration. And of the projects that receive funding, the remuneration of 
professional is one of the most important items and a priority.activity

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The criteria used to establish these remunerations are clear: work remunerated 
equally (equal pay for equal work), based on a is gross salary which for a 35-hour 
working day was in at October 2024 an average amount of 31,488.93 euros.

If we take into account equivalent working days -in number of hours- the salary 
difference between the person who earns the most and the person who earns the 
least -for the 15 people hired under the general system- is 3,844.38 euros gross per 
year, mostly attributable to the different seniority, since the agreement that governs the 
s Foundation'contracts includes a three-year seniority bonus and people who have 
recently joined the staff receive a salary 11% lower than that of people with more 
experience, experience and responsibilities.

Although the Foundation is committed to the progressive hiring of its team as 
employees under the general Social Security regime, there are members of the team 
who work for the Foundation as self-employed and/or provide services from their small 
companies, since some members of the team combine their work in the Foundation 
with other types of activities (consulting and/or technical work for other entities, 
academic training at the University, management of rural tourism equipment, etc.).

FEES OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES, SENIOR 
OFFICERSMANAGEMENT AND 

The seven members of the Foundation's Board of Trustees [four women and three 
men] do not receive any fees or salaries for the performance of their duties and 
functions as trustees, except for the payment of travel and living expenses if they have 
to attend a meeting or other in-person procedure.
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One of the trustees, however, is employed by the Foundation as a project technician 
and also assumes coordination functions in the area of human . resourcesWe have the 
permission of the Protectorate of Foundations for this exception. Her salary is the 
same as  thatof the other technical staff hired with the same seniority.

In addition, two other people perform coordination functions in the Foundation: one 
of them in the area of communication, tasks that are shared with the design and 
management of projects. Her salary is the same as that of the other technical staff 
hired with the same seniority. The other one assumes coordination functions in the 
area of economics and projects, which in this case is contracted as external , technical 
assistancewhich in 2024 amounted to 11,575 euros+ VAT, since he is self-employed.

REPRODUCTIVE , WORKWORK-LIFE BALANCE AND 
MUTUAL CARE

In the Foundation we are committed to paid work, which does not mean that there is 
no volunteer work, reproductive work and care work. The Foundation has been built to 
a large extent with the disinterested contribution of time and knowledge by many 
people -which was the majority in our first years of operation- and a large part of the 
drive and collective effort comes from this type of generous and disinterested 
contribution.

We are committed to conciliation, co-responsibility and the equitable distribution of 
the different tasks and we work to improve our policy and strategies of mutual and 
attention to the personal situations of each member of the team. Thus, care for 
example, working hours are very flexible and are adapted  tothe needs of each person 
who is part of the Foundation's team.
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Although it is not always easy to be consistent in such a large team and  inan often 
complicated , life and work contextwe have  down our commitment to mutual care in 
.this document

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5| DETAILS OF SOME OF THE FOUNDATION'S PROJECTS

This chapter provides more detailed information on some of the most relevant 
projects developed by the Foundation in 2024:

NETWORK OF MUNICIPALITIES FOR AGROECOLOGY

The Red de Municipios por la Agroecología is a national association of local entities 
that brings together 36 municipalities in Spain and collaborates with approximately 
others 5 that are implementing food policies based on agroecology. All the local 
entities that are part of the Network must be committed to building sustainable, 
resilient and  friendly local food systems environmentallythat are inclusive, safe and 
diversified to ensure healthy, sustainable and accessible food for the whole population 
and .that local employment

From the beginning, the target audience has been elected officials and municipal 
technical staff, but we also count on the collaboration of the social organizations 
involved and consulting entities in their Council of Social (COS).Organizations 

At the beginning of the Network, most  ofthe local entities that made up it were large 
cities adhering to the Pact of Milan, so it was born under the  nameof Network of Cities 
for Agroecology. Gradually, smaller municipalities that were also implementing local 
food policies incorporated and it was considered very important to transform the were 
"network of cities" into a network of municipalities.

LOCAL FOOD POLICIES FOR HEALTHY, FAIR AND SUSTAINABLE FOOD 
SYSTEMS

The project Local food policies to achieve healthy, fair and sustainable food systems has 
aimed to help public administrations to build sustainable, resilient and friendly food 
systems. To this end, a set of strategic actions have been developed to strengthen the 
capacities of municipalities, improve coordination between entities and encourage 
participation in networks and spaces for exchange. The duration of the project has 
been extended for 13 months, from October 2023 to October 2024, .following a time 
extension granted by the financing body

Throughout the implementation , periodseveral activities to have been  carriedout 
strengthen the structure of the Network of Municipalities for Agroecology and 
improve coordination among its members. Two general assemblies, seven meetings of 
the Board of Directors and ten meetings of the Council of Social Organizations have 
been held,  . inwhich a total of 245 people have participatedIn addition, 35 
coordination meetings were held with the project management team and 166 bilateral 
or small meetings were held. To facilitate internal communication, more than 3,400 
Slack messages were exchanged and 213 e-mails with key information on the 
development of the activities.were sent 

Technical and administrative advice has been another focus of the project, offering 
support to 12 entities in matters of financing and administrative procedures. Eight new 
municipalities have joined the Network, and the project has been accompanied by

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provided assistance to 74 entities in the management of their organizational needs. In 
addition, a database has been prepared and updated with detailed on more than 100 
municipalities interested in developing local food policies.information 

To promote the exchange of experiences and training in agro-food policies, four courses 
were organized,  . inwhich a total of 136 people Among the courses given, the 
following stand out: an introduction to participatedlocal food policies, with 43 
participants, public food procurement, with 64, and the right to healthy and 
sustainable food, with 28 participants. In addition, five thematic webinars were held 
with a total of 226 participants, and an international seminar brought together 121 
participants from different countries. The meetings Network's annual have been 
attended by 201 people, and specific working sessions have been held with thematic 
groups in which 45 active people have participated.

In the area of documentation and analysis, a database has been generated with more 
than 1,000 references on local , food policiesincluding 836 specific documents on 
municipalities belonging to the Network and 57 manuals and guides in different 
languages. A manual for elected officials , based on interviews with 18 political leaders 
and two municipal technicians with experience in promoting agrifood policies. In 
addition, documents have been published has also been preparedlearning 
systematization and informative and materials distributed to 200 entities and more 
than 1,000 people interested in the subject.
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Collaboration with other networks and administrations has been fundamental to 
increase the impact of the project. Contacts have been established with 212 local 
entities and 236 Local Action Groups, and participation in events such as the NESI 
Forum, the Enraíza Derechos conferences and the plenary of the Coalition for Another 
CAP. At the institutional level, meetings have been held with the Ministry of 
Agriculture, Fisheries and Food and the Ministry of Ecological Transition and 
Demographic ,  .Challengewiththe aim of transferring proposals and strengthening the 
presence of agroecology public policies

In the area of communication, a significant impact has been achieved through the web 
and social networks. The Network's website received more than 33,200 visits, with 
17,500 unique , visitorsrepresenting an increase of 3,794 % compared to the previous . 
periodOn Twitter, more than 252,000 impressions were generated and 477 tweets 
were published, far exceeding initial forecasts. On Facebook, 11,150 people ,  have 
been reachedwithan increase of 110%, while on LinkedIn the Network has gained 439 
followers on its new professional page. In addition, more than 13,700 e-mails have 
been sent with relevant information for municipalities and interested entities.

As part of the dissemination and recognition strategy, the awards have been organized  
Ciudades y Pueblos que Alimentan withthe participation of numerous municipalities 
and have served to highlight good practices in local food . In addition, an awareness 
campaign has been designed to be policieslaunched in 2025, with the aim of 
disseminating the 13 priority measures in this area and broadening knowledge of the 
initiatives promoted by the Network.

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FOOD AND CLIMATE

The Network of Municipalities for Agroecology is promoting an international of 
articulating coordinated municipal responses for agro-food systems in process local 
the face of the climate . emergencyThe Barcelona Challenge for Good Food and 
Climate, presented at the 7th Global Forum of the Milan Pact on Urban Food Policies 
(MUFPP), .held in October 2021 in Barcelona, marks the beginning of this work

The Barcelona Challenge for Good Food and Climate (hereinafter BCGFC) is constituted 
as a cross-cutting dimension of the MUFPP, raising challenges, objectives and actions on 
sustainable and healthy food in its six categories and . specifically affecting the climate 
emergencyFrom there, it seeks to provide coherence and coordinate the debates on 
sustainable and healthy food carried out in the various forums that have been 
developed in 2021 and 2022 to enhance its implementation and . impact at national 
and international levelThe participants in the project are mainly local administrations 
of municipalities and institutions and NGOs, from the local to the global level, involved 
in climate action.

The proposal, financed by the Barcelona City Council and the Daniel Foundationand 
Nina Carasso , has successfully achieved its objectives by bringing together 24 cities in 
12 countries with more than 36 million people. Specifically Barcelona, Granollers, 
Valencia, Vitoria-Gasteiz, Rivas Vaciamadrid (Spain), Le Havre, Lyon, Mouans-Sartoux 
(France), Milan (Italy), Kazan (Russia), Quelimane (Mozambique), Antananarivo 
(Madagascar), Ouagadougou (Burkina Faso), Rosario (Argentina), Belo Horizonte 
(Brazil), Bogota (Colombia), Surat, Indore, Jabalpur, Sagar, Ujjain, Chardi- gah, Jammu 
(India); and Tel-Aviv (Israel).

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At the level of collaborating entities, the BCGFC has obtained the support of 14 
organizations: RUAF, IPES Food, EAT, Rikolto, ICLEI, UCGL and Glasgow Declaration, in 
addition to its promoters - Ajuntament de Barcelona, RMAe (Spain), MUFPP, C40, Terres 
en Villes (France) and Sustainable Food Places (UK) - and .the Daniel and Nina Carasso 
Foundation itself

Thanks to funding from the Daniel and Nina Carasso Foundation, during 2024 RMAe 
has continued to catalyze climate action from local food with an emphasis on the 
global sphere.policies 

This work has revolved around two fundamental :actions

• Scaling up the Barcelona Challenge for Good Food and Climate: From the end of 
2023 and during 2024, the Network of Municipalities for Agroecology has 
contributed to capitalize on the accumulated experiences, acquired knowledge 
and alliances woven previously, and generate a proposal for integrating climate 
action into the actions and indicators recommended by the Pact, a . global 
roadmap and consensus for the advancement of food policiesThe process, led 
jointly with the Pact of Milan and RUAF, has received contributions from 
municipalities around the world, participants in a specific on sustainable food and 
climate emergency created for this purpose by working group the Pact of Milan; 
and from Rivas-Vaciamadrid, Granollers and Barcelona in a particularly detailed 
and in-depth manner, thanks to a process implemented in cooperation with the 
Network.

• Evaluation of food policies for climate action in Rivas-Vacia- madrid, Granollers 
and Barcelona: during 2024, these three municipalities, members of the Network 
of Municipalities for Agroecology, have evaluated the progress of the political 
commitments assumed in their adhesion to the Barcelona . ChallengeThis 
monitoring exercise has been carried out in collaboration with the Network of 
Municipalities and its result can be consulted in their final [3] reportsor in its final . 
As shared recommendations, the participating municipalities plan versionthe need 
to develop comprehensive , strategiesfoster interdepartmental collaboration and 
involve citizens.

Part of this work was presented in Barcelona, December 12, 2024, at the Seminar 
"From the plate to the planet: municipalities that transform" organized by RMAe and 
the

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It emphasizes the importance of linking climate emergency mitigation and adaptation 
of agricultural systems to its consequences, offering remarkable and opportunities 
such as the CAP Strategic Plan, consensus farming practices; tools and operational 
resources at the municipal level such as the Climate and Sustainable Energy Action 
Plans (PACES), agricultural contracts and municipal advisory .services

This is a preview of the analysis of the tools that municipalities can use to implement 
programs for the execution of payment for services of mi- tigation and adaptation to 
food production.

LiveSeeding is an innovation project funded by the EU , Horizon Eu- ropa 
programwhich  aimsto scale up organic plant seed and breeding to accelerate 
sustainable and diverse food systems in Europe : (i) improving the availability of 
organic plant breeding material from a wide  rangeof crops, selected to improve 
diversity and adaptation to local conditions; and (ii) strengthening and diversifying the 
.organic seed sector in coordination with market demands

LiveSeeding contributes to the transition towards  friendlyfood systems food , climate-
neutral, healthy and fair by increasing the distribution and distribution of products.

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RURBACT-AE PROJECT STRENGTHENING THE ROLE OF THE PRODUCER 
SECTOR IN FOOD POLICY

Since September 2021, the Network of Municipalities for Agroecology (RMAe) has 
been implementing the RURBACT-Ae project: :RURBACT-Ae RURal-URBanos linkages 
to strengthen multilevel and multi-stakeholder political action for the scaling up of 
agroecology.

Its third phase was completed in 2024. The project is funded by the European Climate 
Foundation, and its overall objective is to establish links between ecosystems rural and 
urban in order to develop and strengthen city-region food in the territories of 
influence of member municipalitiessystems RMAe . .To this end, it aims to catalyze the 
participation of the agroecologically oriented production sector in the co-production of 
food policies at the municipal, regional and state levels

There are 10 organizations of agroecologically oriented producers, which together 
with RMAe, participate in RURBACT: Ekoalde (Navarra), COAG Canarias, Sindica- to 
Labrego Galego, APAEMA (Mallorca), VallaEcolid (Valladolid), Mincha d'aqui (Ara- gón), 
Horta Cuina (València), Unión de Huertas Agroecológicas de Madrid, Asociación de 
Pagesos Agroecològics de Catalunya and Ecomercados de Sevilla.

From February 1 to 3, 2024, the Network of Municipalities for Agroecology organized 
a statewide meeting of local groups of producers and producers of agroecological 
orientation in Palma, Mallorca. The event brought together 25 organic producers and 
producers from different autonomous communities and has had the presence of 
APAEMA, the reference entity in agroecology in Mallorca, as the host.

During these days, farmers and livestock farmers reflected on the implementation of 
the Charter for Sustainable Agriculture and Food, developed within the framework of 
the RURBACT . projectIn addition, they debated with Mallorcan political decision-
makers from the municipal and regional levels and jointly the proposals contained in

Terres en Ville, UGENT Ghent University and the Universidad Politécnica ,de Madrid

It has developed initiatives to strengthen leadership in sustainable food planning, 
promoting food , securityfood justice and more systemssustainable .

It is based on frameworks such as the Common Food Policy for the EU and the Long 
Food Movement, which advocate a comprehensive reform of the food . systemTo this 
end, it has created an inclusive, open-access , online coursestructured in five phases: 
context exploration, analysis of the local food system, establishment of common , 
objectivesdesign of strategies and interventions, and evaluation of results.

In addition, it has organized face-to-face workshops in Spain, Belgium and France, in 
which students and local stakeholders have participated in living laboratories to apply 
the knowledge acquired in real . contextsIn parallel, it has promoted online research 
seminars in collaboration with young researchers from AESOP's sustainable food 
planning group.

Its main contribution has been the dissemination of best practices in higher education 
and the creation of an interdisciplinary learning space, fostering cooperation between 
universities, NGOs and professionals in the food sector.

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VALLADOLID FOOD STRATEGY

The project to build the Food Strategy was implemented in 2018 by the Alliance for Food 
Sovereignty of Valladolid, formed by the Valladolid City Council, the Entretantos 
Foundation and the University of Valladolid, which . was later joined by MercaOlid and 
the VallaEcolid AssociationThe process has generated a multitude of actions and 
projects over the , including the implementation of a stable , ecomarketa collection 
and distribution center and shared .bakery

Between 2022 and 2024 the Entretantos Foundation has developed the service 
contract for the environmental education program related to the Valladolid , Food 
Strategyspecifically for 'actionsCommunicative, informative and training '. It has 
worked mainly with families of municipal nursery schools, teachers and students of 
ESO, population at risk of vulnerability related to the CEAS of the city, in addition to 
the maintenance of the website and social networks of the Strategy.

At the same time, support has continued to be given to VallaEcolid, the association of 
producers organic and stores, and especially to the collection , center projectthrough 
an internal work of reorientation based on the feasibility study developed.

In addition, the experience of the Valladolid Food Strategy to neighboring provinces, 
such as Palencia and Burgos, and has continued to be shared and extrapolated to 
entities requesting advice, in Palencia through the promotion of actions arising from the 
Food Sovereignty Roundtable in Palencia and in Burgos through the driving group of 
the Alliance for Healthy, Sustainable and Social .Food

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ALLIANCE FOR A SYSTEM TERRITORIALIZED IN LA 
VERAFOOD 

In 2020, we decided to start working in the region of La Vera, where the Foundation 
has one of its headquarters, to promote a transition to a food system territorialized 
(SAT). Thus was born an Alliance formed by Entretantos, the Association Intermunicipal of 
La Vera, the GAL Adicover, the Training Center for the Rural Environment of Navalmoral 
de la Mata, the Research Group of Forestry Engineering and Natural Environment of the 
University of Extremadura (INDEHESA), the Center for Agriculture Ecological and Mountain 
of Cicytex (CAEM), the Association Landscape, Ecology and Gender and Ecologists in 
Action, to work for the achievement of a sustainable and local agri-food model in the 
region of La Vera, which is set as objectives:

✓ To know the metabolism of the county's .food system
✓ To prepare a document with the participation of all the agents in the food chain in 

the region, a Regional Food Strategy, to guide public policies with an impact on 
this matter at the territorial level.

✓ To create a space for governance, follow-up and mutual support - a Food - Co-
branding Council that will allow the search for resources and the organization 
agents for the implementation of the Strategy's actions.

✓ Promote the necessary transitions to advance in the development of a 
Territorialized Food System, in line with the SDGs.

✓ Promote the social and solidarity economy from public institutions, giving more 
coherence to public food expenditure, and facilitating the training of the agents 
involved in it, so that  theycan promote initiatives that help to curb depopulation 
and adaptation to Climate Change.

✓ Develop a process that can be replicated in bioregions and counties.
and/or similar to facilitate "jumpsscale ".
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During 2024, from the perspective of governance, in addition to continuing to work on 
the expansion and formalization of the regional food council, which in 2025 will be 
registered as an association, we have worked on the incorporation of the Mancomuni- 
dad Intermunicipal de la Vera to the Network of Municipalities for Agroecology.

On the other hand, the pilot project "has been launchedCanteens that make the 
region" , developing a work of accompaniment and training to canteens public of the 
territory for their transition to a healthier and more sustainable offer. Thanks to their 
participation and involvement, it has been possible to elaborate a more detailed of 
analysis the demand that is open to the territory - "Producing for the region"-, to start 
working in the next course with the regional productive sector.

In addition, to meet the needs expressed by the production sector, several courses 
have been organized on traditional , olive grove managementfruit tree , pruning and 
cuttinghorticultural crop planning and .agribusiness economics

In relation to communication, have been generated information sheets for the sector 
productive explaining the procedures that can help them participate in a process of 
articulation in the territory or market their production in short , well as channelsas 
demonstrating the capacity that the sector has had in other territories to .do so

Since its creation in 2019, GIASAT has functioned as a consortium working group in 
which different entities contribute their knowledge and experience in areas such as 
participatory , action researchlocal , dynamizationsocial entrepreneurship, governance 
and technological development.

Throughout 2024, GIASAT has consolidated its work through various projects and 
strategic . activitiesThe Network of Agroecological Distribution (ADCs) , generating new 
inter-cooperation dynamics and . Centers has been strengthenedestablishing 
structures that strengthen the short-channel commercialization modelThis year also saw 
the launch of an incubation and acceleration service aimed at ADCs and small and 
medium-sized agroecology-based enterprises, with a view to improving their economic 
viability and their impact on the territory.

Another milestone of 2024 has  beenthe development of the project "GIASAT: 
strengthening CADs as innovation spaces for TSS", . funded by the Daniel and Nina 
Carasso FoundationThis project has made it possible to expand the GIASAT ecosystem 
through the creation  ofa statewide network of CADs that facilitates the exchange of 
knowledge and products between the different centers. In addition, the 
implementation of the GO-GIASAT project , financed by MAPAMA, which seeks to develop 
has continueddigital tools for short-channel marketing and direct sales.

In the field of research, GIASAT has worked on the design of a methodology for 
monitoring the CADs to measure their impact and on the development of a practical 
guide to facilitate the agroecological transition of Territorialized Food Systems. Articles 
have been published in specialized journals such as Sobe- ranía Alimentaria, Revista AE 
and Climática, in  orderto disseminate the progress and lessons learned by the 
consortium.
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Networking has been a fundamental axis during 2024, with the participation of GIASAT 
in key spaces such as the Annual Meeting of the Network of Municipalities for 
Agroecology, the round table on shared bakeries in Biocultura Madrid and . the IX 
International Congress of Agroecology in SevilleIn addition, the POD tool for joint 
marketing promoted, with a territorial deployment that will continue in the coming 
years.has continued to be 

In terms of financing, GIASAT has managed resources to continue strengthening its 
lines of work, combining public and private funds that have enabled the execution of 
different projects. Strategic agreements have been reached with entities funding and 
the foundations have been laid for the continuity of initiatives such as the LIFT project, 
focused on research into the positive impact of agroecology on biodiversity, which will 
run until 2028.

WEAVING THE PANTRY: A GOVERNANCE MODEL 
TERRITORIALIZED FOOD IN THE MERINDAD DE SANGÜESA,

In 2024, Fundación Entretantos has continued to support the driving group, as well as 
the pilot project of joint distribution with producers in the area, which continues to 
carry out deliveries on a shared route and to reinforce the collaboration between small 
producers in the Merindad.

ACTIVATION OF ENTREPRENEURSHIP COLLECTIVE IN HERRERA DE 
PISUERGAAGRO-ECOLOGICAL 

In 2022, a program was developed for the City Council of Herrera de Pisuerga (Palen- cia) 
to stimulate agroecological entrepreneurship in municipal plots through the transfer of 
use of the same and a program of accompaniment and mentoring to the group of 
people who participate in it.

The program consisted of the elaboration of a production distribution design for the 
farms, an economic feasibility study of the project and a study of the dimensioning of 
public and private procurement at the municipality level, as well as a series of public 
presentation days to present the results and attract interested parties.

During the last quarter of 2022, was the interested group accompanied through a series 
of workshops to define the project, 's objectivesmission and vision, as well as to seek 
confluences with other related projects.

In 2023, this project did not receive funding, but continued to be carried out different 
actions to support : meetings, support in the preparation of reports to apply for 
subsidies, etc.
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In 2024, technical support continued to be provided in the preparation of reports for 
different calls for subsidies and for the incorporation of the City Council into the 
Network of Municipalities for Agroecology and the Alimenta Territorios project of the 
same entity.

GREEN PILL

Píldora Verde was born as an experimental communication project of Fundación 
Entretantos in 2019, with   theintentionof investigating ways to approach the 
conventional , which is private sectornot committed to agroecological , transitionsand 
to discover languages that could be more in tune with them. , in recent years, its focus 
has shifted more towards the conventional sector, which is not committed to 
agroecological transitions.

In the year 2021 the research focused on studying what strategies have been used to 
have a communicative impact on the European , rural environmentand on generating 
materials that explore the relationship between the Spanish and migrant population in 
the rural world. During  theyear 2022 the production and dissemination of these 
materials was completed.
- eight videos in total - and priority was given to convening a series of spaces for reflection 
to , both with specialized personnel from the academy and with the general public,  
onthe best way to .continue the project

In 2023, the action focused on working together with rural and agricultural organizations 
to produce three new videos (which can be seen on our YouTube channel) and on 
conducting interviews and focus groups with conventional farmers to explore the most 
important brakes and barriers (material and symbolic) when considering the 
implementation of more sustainable agronomic practices in general, and the transition 
to organic agriculture in particular.

During  theyear 2024, we have continued to deepen our research and development of
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networks with both the organic and conventional , sectorsinvestigating how farmer-to-
farmer influences for changing agronomic practices occur, as well as what 
"intermediate" practices (that improve sustainability without being recognized within 
the organic certification ) systemare being carried out already by conventional or 
transition farmers.

In 2022 the European Commission approved the EU4Advice HORIZON-CL6-2021-GO- 
VERNANCE-01-27 : projectEstablishing multi-agency collaboration dynamics and capacity 
building networks within and between AKIS to foster the scaling up of CCCs across 
Europe. The Foundation participates as one of the two partners Spanish in the project, 
together with Innogestiona Ambiental and 25 other European partners.

In line with the new CAP post-2020, the Farm to Fork Strategy and the Green Deal, the 
EU4Advice project is developing methodologies and tools to connect short marketing 
chain (SFSC) advisors in a common network with the aim of promoting the extension of 
consumer-producer across Europechains .

CCCs are a means for producers to increase their bargaining and improve their position 
within the value chain, and for consumers to increase power the confidence, 
transparency, quality and safety of their food. To extend the reach of consumer-
producer chains throughout Europe, the following are needed

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policy and socioeconomic barriers and gaps need to be addressed, and EU4Advice aims 
to provide the necessary tools.

One of the main challenges to achieve this goal is to improve national BCC information 
through the implementation of new models systems governance that facilitate the 
integration of supply chain .advisory services

The project focuses on short  chain advisors to be included in the national AKIS 
(Knowledge and Innovation SystemsAgricultural ): to identify them, gather their 
knowledge, define their training and integrate them as national advisors.

During 2024, the Entretantos Foundation has played a key role in the development of 
the EU4Advice , projectwith   theaimof improving advice for short marketing channels 
(STCs) within agricultural knowledge and innovation systems (AKIS).

Through the project, it 's Living Labhas participated in the organization and dynamization 
of meetings in which the key success factors and obstacles in the provision of BCC . 
advice have been analyzedIn these sessions, the foundation presented the context of 
AKIS in Spain and facilitated discussion on governance and dynamics of interaction 
between the different actors involved.models 

One of the main contributions of Entretantos has been the systematization of regional 
experiences in Andalusia, Catalonia, the Canary Islands and Navarra, highlighting both 
the strengths and challenges in the implementation of counseling . 
strategiesFurthermore, it has participated in the definition of strategies for integrating 
counseling advisory into national , AKISproposing lines of action such as .participation 
in national bodies
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the creation  ofa statewide network of advisors and improved recognition of the
institutional support for these professionals in the autonomous .communities

In the area of training, the Foundation has worked on the design of a training adapted 
to the needs of the sector, validated in the 's European Living Labs. plan 
projectAnother key aspect has  beenthe identification  ofthe sector, 's main 
challengessuch as low digitalization, the scarcity of specialized advice and the lack of 
integration of CCCs in agricultural development strategies.

TABLE FOR FOOD SOVEREIGNTY IN PALENCIA

In 2019, we began a process of accompanying a group of entities that we joined in the 
framework of the Climate Alliance with the purpose of making political advocacy in the 
City Council of Palencia so that it executes a series of actions in the framework of the 
Milan , Pactsigned by the City Council in 2018.

Since then, the Entretantos Foundation has been supporting this Alliance by convening 
and facilitating meetings to define the group, 's work planpreparing proposals to 
present to the City Council and preparing projects for the financing of the 
development of a provincial Food Strategy.

In 2021, in addition, a day open to all citizens , was organizedwhich aims to attract 
more people to the working group that was established as the Board Food Sovereignty 
of Palencia, in  orderto strengthen it and continue to develop actions to promote 
healthy and sustainable food in the city and province.

In 2022, the Bureau identified the need to support initiatives, such as the ecomarket, .and 
a promotional video was developed for this purpose

Throughout 2024, 
support has continued to be given to the ecomarket through different promotion 
activities.

ALLIANCE FOR FOOD HEALTHY, SUSTAINABLE AND 
SOCIAL FOR BURGOS

In , Burgosa process has been initiated to accompany several social entities in the city 
interested in the transition to a healthy, sustainable food system and territorialized and  
inthe implementation of a municipal food .strategy

Meetings have been held with interested entities and individuals to share the 
Valladolid experience and the process that could be followed in Burgos, and 3 
meetings have been organized with the Burgos City Council to present the idea and a 
concrete proposal for a participatory process for the elaboration of an Ali- Strategy 
.mentary for the city

In 2022, a document entitled "Alliance for Healthy, Sustainable and Social Food for 
Burgos" was drawn up with the participation of the driving group, which serves as a 
common working framework for all entities, administrations and organizations that 
wish to work on this issue in the province, and .has endorsed

In 2023, meetings of the alliance's driving group continued to be held, the was 
proposal presented to the candidates for the Burgos City Council and .a forum was 
held to present the alliance to the population of Burgos
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the city, preparing informative materials and conducting awareness-raising workshops 
for the child population.

In addition, a document has been prepared proposing actions to be implemented to 
implement a Municipal Food Strategy and a citizen to find out the population's 
perception of food in the city.survey 

FORUM FOR AGRO-ECOLOGICAL PRODUCTION IN BURGOS

In 2023, the Entretantos Foundation has worked in collaboration with the Ábrego 
Association and the Argeol Association for the implementation of the revitalization of 
the agroecological production sector in the province of Burgos. To this end, two 
meetings have been held of producers in the province, in March (I Forum of 
agroecological production of Burgos) and in October (II Forum), and online and face-
to-face meetings have been held between the two forums, to work more pro- fectively 
on the actions that have come out of the meetings.

Among the actions implemented, huebras, meetings .community work that have 
served as a meeting point for mutual collaboration among the province's producers, 
have been activated

The work with the producer sector on their needs and motivations has been related to 
the work carried out with the Local Action Groups of Burgos, and a joint collaboration 
project has been proposed to the latter to address the proposals of agroecological 
production at the provincial level, .within a generic project on ecological transition to 
territorialized food systems

In 2024, we continued to support the agro-ecological sector in the province of
Burgos through two other forums (III and IV Agroecological Production Forum) and 
through

In 2023, the Mesas que nutren initiative began to take shape, a project developed in 
collaboration with the Confederación de AMPA de Castilla y León (CONFAPACAL) and 
Justicia Alimentaria Global with   theaimof building a collective space with entities 
from different areas: education, health, territorial dynamization, labor , rightsagri-food 
, productionetc. .in   theregionfor socio-political advocacy for the improvement of 
public school canteens

In 2023, an Education for Development and Global Citizenship project was requested 
to the Junta de Castilla y León, which has been developed in 2023 and the first quarter 
of 2024, with the realization of the first 3 face-to-face meetings and 3 webinars. In 
addition, the website and various awareness and materials have been 
launched.communication 

An informative video has also been produced The children of Castilla y León have a 
dream, a support material to broaden the view of the canteens school and continue 
raising awareness of the impacts of the current food system and the potential of public 
procurement.

The first meeting of entities adhering to the initiative was also held in October 2024, 
with some thirty entities and the start  ofa research study on the situation of school 
canteens, which includes an analysis of the existing specifications and regulations.

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REPORT FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF A SYSTEM SHORT FOR 
ORGANIC PRODUCTS SEGOVIA KM 0 ECOCIRCUIT 
DISTRIBUTION AND COMMERCIALIZATION 

In 2023 work began - commissioned by the University of Valladolid - to prepare a 
report on the implementation of an Eco Km0 network for the province of Segovia 
within the framework of the Alimenta Conciencia project promoted by the University, 
in  collaborationwith the Local , Action Groupsthe Segovia Provincial Council and the 
Segovia City Council.

It has been developed through a plan that included literature review, meetings 
working with the sector, two training , daysvisits and meetings with other agencies 
(trade, hospitality, consumer , ...), groupsetc.. It has led  tothe foreseeable constitution 
of a provincial association of organic consumers producers and of Segovia, among 
other actions. In addition, a pilot test of shared distribution of products in 
collaboration with the manager of the CENEAM canteen (Valsaín).has been developed 

BUILDING SUSTAINABLE CONSUMPTION PURCHASING 
AND POLICIES

After several years collaborating in the development and execution of various training 
courses on public food procurement aimed at administrations and after identifying 
that sometimes a closer , accompaniment is neededespecially for small municipalities, 
in 2023 the Entretantos Foundation designed and initiated a program of advice and 
accompaniment in public food procurement that seeks to promote changes in 
specifications, ordinances or instructions and more sustainable .practices
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The aim is to train and involve the technical staff of the municipalities in the necessary 
changes towards the ecological transition.

The program has continued throughout 2024 and has been adapted to the situation 
and needs of each administration or entity. Although it was initially planned only for 
town councils and only in the province of Palencia, it became interesting during the 
course of the program - given the demand - to extend it to other entities that make 
purchases or have social canteens and to other provinces that were interested in the 
program.

Accompaniment has been provided to the following municipalities and entities: Pa- 
lencia, Husillos, Herrera de Pisuerga, Alar del Rey, Barruelo de Santullán, Aguilar de 
Campoo, Residencia Santa María la Real de Aguilar de Campoo de Palencia, Diputa- 
tion of Segovia, CENEAM, CÁRITAS Segovia, City Council of La Granja de Segovia, 
Valladolid (Services Social _ soup )kitchen, Cervera de Pisuerga (Palencia), Medi- na 
Sidonia (Cádiz), GAL Tierras de Cid Soria),.. among others.

RETHINKING TERRITORIES FROM THE PERSPECTIVE OF FOOD 
SOVEREIGNTY AND SATELLITES.

In 2023, the Foundation initiates a pilot project to generate awareness and social 
activation for the development of individual and collective , actionsas well as public 
policies, linked to SDG 12 from Food Sovereignty and Territorialized ,  Food 
Systemsthroughthe generation of meeting spaces and multi-stakeholder partnerships.

Throughout 2023, a total of 25 workshops of different types, 5 forums for reflection and 
social activation and 4 working groups . At the same time, was developed in 
mannerwill be helda program for the local action groups of Castilla y León a participatory 
, as well as a
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simple guidance document on Food Systems and with LAGs the objective of raising 
awareness and interest of LAGs in this approach. This document is intended to be a 
preliminary draft that will eventually become a guide for to LAGs EWS.implement 

In 2024, within the framework of this program, several LAGs incorporated the 
territorialized , food system approach in their strategywhich will allow to continue us 
working in the future, for which informative materials continue to be prepared. In the 
case of the LAGs in the province of Burgos, a provincial on TAS .cooperation project was 
developed  collaboration with the producers' group of the Burgos Forum

IMPACT ON THE REVISION  OFTHE EU SEED MARKETING 
REGULATION

Once the policy proposal was published on July 5, 2023, amendments were drafted 
and submitted through telematic and face-to-face meetings and also by e-mail to the 
main and shadow rapporteurs of this dossier in the European , as  Parliamentwellas to 
MEPs, especially those of Environment and Agriculture Committee of the European 
Parliament.

A fluid exchange has been maintained in the European Parliament, both in person and 
virtually with the team of Carvalhais, Dorfmann, Flanagan, Clergeau, Aguilera, Luena, 
Villanueva, Maestre, López, Rodríguez Palop and Bilbao; as well as with the Permanent 
Representation of Spain in the EU; with the aim of influencing and contributing 
proposals in the different phases of the process of the European , institutionespecially 
with a view to the vote in the Plenary of the Parliament in April 2024.

At the Spanish level, we have worked with the Spanish Plant Variety Office of the 
Ministry of Agriculture, which is as responsible for the dossier, well as with the Center 
Centro for Plant Variety Protection (de Re-

Alliance and ECPGR to inform about the European process and generate alliances to 
face the challenges.

The amendments and proposals submitted to the European , Parliamentthe Spanish 
government and other institutions with which we have worked have been sent to 
potentially interested Spanish civil society organizations (movementecological , 
farmers' , unionsorganic , productionseed , networksfood sovereignty, seed 
companies, etc.) together with a summary of the procedure to be followed for their 
defense, especially in view of the votes in AGRI, ENVI and the EP plenary. Strong 
interactions have been established on the subject with other ongoing processes and 
projects such as LiveSeeding.

Fundación Entretantos has also actively participated in the working meetings of the 
seed advocacy group, contributing to the different actions proposed and we have 
participated in capacity building training workshops organized by Arche Noah virtually 
(May 30, 2024) and in person in Brussels (20 February and 21, 2024). We have also 
collaborated in the organization and development of a webinar within the European 
Cooperative Program for Plant Genetic Resources (ECPGR) on the progress of the 
future law and the challenges it faces. Thanks to interactions with Spanish genebanks, 
several of them attended the webinar.

As representative  ofthe Seed Network "Resembrando e Intercambiando" Entre- 
tantos participated in the V meeting of the Commission of the national program for 
the conservation and use of plant genetic resources for food and agriculture (Madrid, 
February 29, 2024). The objective was to share the reform process and highlight the 
positive aspects for the community management of cultivated biodiversity that should 
be incorporated by the Spanish government.

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In addition, Fundación Entretantos has joined the European campaign "Raise your 
Forks", getting involved in the execution of its different actions, including the 
coordination of its implementation in Spain and the translation into Spanish of its texts 
for the collection of signatures. Within the framework of this campaign, has been 
coordinated an action of sending letters with seeds to the Ministry of Agriculture .and 
disseminated

A face-to-face seminar was held on March 13, 2024 in Buitrago de Lozo- ya (Madrid) and 
a public webinar on June 11, 2024, in which more than 30 people from the Spanish 
associative ecosystem participated.

Between June and December 2024, Entretantos coordinated three actions. The first 
was to review the translation of the Survey on the Impacts of the New Rules EU on 
Seeds and Other Plant Propagating Materials on the and Marketing of Cultivated 
Plant Diversity and disseminate it to related stakeholders. The second was to translate 
into Spanish the Open Letter for Urgent Changes in the Future European Seed Law 
and to coordinate the accession of more than 30 Spanish organizations. Finally, it 
prepared a proposal on conservation varieties, which was submitted to the technical 
responsible for the process legislative at the Spanish Plant Variety Office of the 
Ministry of Agriculture for analysis and was received with receptivity.

It is the reference meeting on extensive farming livestock in Spain, which in 2024 held 
its seventh edition in Lugo, in collaboration with the Sociedade Galega de Pastos e 
Forraxes.

In this edition, both the initiatives presented and the exchanges in the debates made it 
clear that the future of the sector depends on the recognition of its uniqueness, its 
role in the management and conservation of the landscape and its capacity to adapt to 
environmental challenges. In addition, the importance of forging partnerships 
between livestock farmers, institutions and key agents of the territory to generate 
synergies that promote its long-term sustainability was underlined, a sustainability 
that involves being able to market the products of this type of livestock farming that 
"cares" for the territory in .a differentiated manner

The generational , replacementthe need to improve the profitability of farms and to 
see the ecosystem services provided by extensive livestock farming and pastoralism , 
rewardedwere the central themes of debates, round tables and field visits in the 
program of this annual meeting, which lasted several days and .was attended by nearly 
200 people from different fields and territories

Among the many initiatives and projects that have made up the program, the most 
important was the commitment to strengthening international alliances through an 
international workshop in which more than 70 people participated to gather aspects of 
the contribution of extensive livestock farming to habitats, as opposed to intensive 
farminglivestock , and the relevance of 2026 as the international year of pastures and 
rangelands, .by allowing the inclusion of extensive farming livestock in international 
agendas

them, promotes the relevant role of women in the rural , environmentpursues 
empowerment and empowerment in access to decision-making , spacesthe creation of 
non-mixed spaces for deliberation capable of generating their own discourse in a 
feminine , keywith the vocation of influencing society and the public policies that 
affect them.

This extensive network constitutes a platform for self-help and self-training that works to 
identify problems and solutions common to almost all of them, while shaping an 
improvement in their profession, incorporating innovative elements both  .inthe 
management of their farms and  inthe marketing of their products

This network has a support team created by Entretantos of three women, who 
accompany the process, energize and facilitate the life and projects of GER. In addition 
to contributing to the development of projects and initiatives that arise on a basis, 
every year they organize a face-to-face meeting in which all the network's women 
ranchers meet to evaluate the year, . hold the assembly and plan the priorities for the 
following yearThe 2024 meeting was held in Vilariño de Conso (Ourense).

The projects that acquire more relevance in 2024 and will continue throughout 2025 are 
the presentations of the book 'Sabores y Raíces', the promotion and dissemination of 
the Manifesto 'Pastoreemos Cordura', the edition of the GeR podcast 'Contando ove- 
jas', the GeR documentary "Mujeres de viento, tierra y ganado" whose screenings will take 
place throughout the national territory and .the very important visibility of GeR in 
social networks

FARMING PRODUCTS

For years, the Fundación Entretantos and the Plataforma por la Ganadería Extensi- va y 
el Pastoralismo have been working on the differentiation of products from extensive 
farming. livestock It is important to provide consumers with clear references on which 
products respond  tothe keys and recommendations that we are transmitting from  
themedia, social , networksetc. because there is a sector of the population that is 
increasingly interested in buying extensive , livestock productsbut does not know where 
to buy them or how to differentiate them.

A has been drawn up map to differentiate livestock farmsextensive , providing 
information on location, type of management, feed, breeds, ownership... In addition, we 
are working to ensure that these farms also have a seal to identify their products.

The project is the result of a participatory , processagreed upon by farmers, technicians, 
environmentalists, scientists, researchers, , etc.. which takes into account the reality and 
diversity of extensive livestock farmingThus, it is a strict protocol in the criteria of

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The system is flexible with the gradients of extensivity that occur in each part of the 
Spanish , territorytaking into account climatic and environmental differences or the 
variable needs of external , .inputsdepending on the location of the farms

The information from each farm is provided by its managers and verified by an expert; 
it is also reviewed by a technical team and validated -or not- by a certifying committee, 
in which members of the Platform participate, including at least 50% of farmers.

The map and the label are closely linked to a communication , already underway for 
years (campaign#NoEsLoMismo), which will be intensified in the future, seeking to 
.inform society of the benefits of extensive versus industrial livestock farming

In September 2023, the first evaluation meeting of the Certifica- tion , Committee was

Naturaleza Pastoreada aims to promote pastoralism as a necessary economic activity 
in the current context of demographic challenge for the conservation of nature, 
economic recovery and the fight against changeclimate . It works in protected , 
.areasie., land areas that, in recognition of their outstanding , natural valuesare 
specifically dedicated nature conservation and therefore subject to a special for their 
protection.legal regime 

Naturaleza Pastoreada's goal  to isimprove the conservation status of seven habitats 
and nine natural areas.

MEDIATION INITIATIVE FOR THE COEXISTENCE OF WOLVES 
AND EXTENSIVE LIVESTOCK FARMING - GRUPO CAMPO 
GRANDE

In 2016 the Entretantos , Foundationin its task of proposing innovative ways of solving 
environmental conflicts based  onthe application of scientific knowledge and the 
exchange of wisdom and experiences between agents, launched a social mediation 
initiative on the conflict between the wolf and extensive This livestock farming. was the 
birth of the Grupo Campo Grande [GCG], a statewide driving group involving the main 
agents active in the conflict (livestock farmers, environmental , groupsscientists and 
universities, technicians...), and which culminated in 2019 with the De- claration of the 
Grupo Campo Grande, .a document of agreements between sectors to address the 
conflict between the Iberian wolf and extensive livestock farming

From this moment on, and after presenting this declaration in different sec- torial and 
general , the GCG has been reconverted into the forumsObservatorio Campo Grande 
(OCG), a space to observe and mediate the wolf conflict in the different territories of 
the State, and to propose solutions and proposals through mediation. After a  periodof 
adaptation to virtual work in 2020, in 2021 the OCG resumed its work in the field.

Conference on Social Participation and Dialogue for Coexistence between the Wolf and 
Extensive Farming held in November in Puebla de Sanabria, where, in addition to 
involving the OCG in the territorial mediation process of Sanabria, the integration of 
new members and .sectors into the observatory was agreed upon

In this context, between 2021 and 2022 the mediation team of the foundation carried 
out a binding , mediation processcommissioned by the government of La Rioja, which 
resulted in a document of agreements between all sectors (livestock, 
environmentalists, rural representatives and the administration ) itselfon bases and 
criteria to be taken into account in subsequent planning related to the coexistence 
between wolves and livestock.

In 2022, the OCG held its II Conference on Social Participation and Dialogue for 
Coexistence between the wolf and extensive , livestock farmingin Valvanera (La Rioja). 
In 2023 the third Conference on Social Participation and Dialogue for Coexistence 
between the wolf and extensive livestock farming was held in Potes Cantabria and, 
finally this year, the IV Conference was held in Bagà, Barcelona, with the collaboration 
of the Generalitat de Catalunya,

The OCG is integrated in a European project network (ENCOSH Enhancing Coexistence 
through Sharing) on coexistence between wildlife and domestic .fauna and participates 
in international congresses such as the National Congress on Terrestrial , Pathways 
Europe 2024, or the XVII International Forum on Nature - IUCN

In 2023, the OCG signed a multi-year agreement with the Prince Albert II of Monaco 
Foundation, under which Entretantos provides technical assistance coordinating the

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The OCG has been involved in the development of a call for grants to contribute to 
coexistence of wildlife and livestock farming activities. This initiative developed the 
evaluation of thirty projects and the monitoring  ofthe ten coexistence funded during 
2024, which will end in the first quarter of 2025. in the projects A second call for 
proposals was issued fall of 2024, to which 20 were submitted. initiatives The OCG has 
continued its activity as a conflict observatory in the regular meetings held throughout 
the , both face-to-face and online, in which the actions of this driving group are 
defined.

LOCAL MEDIATION INITIATIVE ON THE COEXISTENCE OF THE 
WOLF AND EXTENSIVE LIVESTOCK FARMING IN SANABRIA

The presence of the Iberian wolf in the northwest of the province of Zamora has for 
been perpetual and constant centuries. In fact, there is no evidence  ofthe 
disappearance of this species in the area. It is one of the reference territories for the 
wolf at Iberian and European Union , levelwith an apparently stable density (one of the 
most important in the Iberian Peninsula).

This project, directly linked to the work developed in the GCG/OCG, is based on a detailed 
analysis of the Declaration generated from this Group, collectively in the territory of 
Sanabria,  withan approach that allows to assess the agreements reached, to study 
jointly and by consensus the suitability of the measures and to assess the development 
of some of , .always based on community reflection and  withthe clear objective of 
improving the coexistence of livestock with the Iberian wolf

Throughout 2024, the project has been continued with different meetings of the 
driving group (formed mostly by farmers) and entities linked to .the project

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GEOPARK OF THE LORAS

A geopark is a territory that presents a remarkable geological heritage and that carries 
out a sustainable rural development project, so it must have well-defined social, 
cultural and economic objectives. In 2017 the territory of Las Loras (North of Burgos 
and Palencia) is declared a UNESCO Geopark, although the collaboration of the same 
with the Foundation exists since 2015.

The process for the declaration of Geopark was slow and involved a lot of work to 
involve all sectors. A process through bottom-up the participation and involvement of 
its inhabitants and administrations.

In Las Loras Geopark we have several areas of work, being research the basis of all of 
them. Scientific research to generate knowledge, discourse coherent and conservation 
and protection . measuresAlso social research, through the spaces for dialogue and the 
processes of citizen participation that are generated and that promote a subsequent 
enhancement of the natural and cultural heritage as well as its care and conservation.

Training, education, promotion, support for entrepreneurship, volunteer , sustainable , 
tourismwork with the agricultural and livestock , sectorcollaboration with other 
territories and other Geoparks, etc. . are other lines of work being developed in LorasAll 
this can be grouped into three main blocks of objectives:

CONSERVATION OF NATURAL HERITAGE AND MORE SPECIFICALLY OF GEOLOGICAL 
HERITAGE

The Geopark is financed through agreements with the Provincial Councils of Burgos 
and Palencia and through an agreement with the Entretantos Foundation. It also 
sometimes receives funds and subsidies from the Junta de Castilla y León, the Caja de 
Burgos Foundation, the Local Action Groups, the Biodiversity Foundation and other 
public or private entities, or through agreements established between the 
administrations and other entities to develop actions in the Geopark.

In addition, there is volunteer work by members of ARGEOL, the Geopark and the 
members of the working groups, the scientific committee and the group of 
volunteers.team

These organizations, with different profiles (research, legal, conservation, territorial 
development, etc.) can, thanks to this project, exchange knowledge and experiences,

Although the primary beneficiaries of the training and spaces for reflection are the 
women of the participating organizations to improve their capacity to influence the 
improvement of the governance of the communal lands from a gender perspective, 
the Wonder Commonlands project opens the  possibilityof attending the training to all 
people residing in the communal lands, with special interest in women and girls.

FORUM OF REFLECTION FOR THE INTEGRAL PREVENTION OF 
FOREST FIRES

The summer of 2022 marked a turning point in forest fire management in Spain. It 
showed the change of trend at the state level towards sixth-generation , firesoutside 
the extinguishing capacity of the specific devices and in which the firefighting operations 
had to focus great efforts on the evacuation of rural areas and the management of public 
emergencies.

This change of scenario is defined by variables that aggravate and complicate , itin 
some territories more than in others: the abandonment of the rural environment and 
of traditional forest , usesthe increase in forest , massclimate change that drought and 
heat waves, insufficient (and sometimes non-existent) , forest managementa neglected 
urban-forest interface and communication based on superficial analyses of the 
problem. Our territory also has an enormous diversity of problems, casuistry and 
scenarios related to the forest, the use of fire, land management and occupation of the 
rural , environmentwhich requires complex of each particular situation.analyses 

This difficult context led Entretantos to promote a forum for reflection with a 
perspectivebroad and diverse , which avoids simplifying the problem and welcomes the 
in-depth reflection of a wide range of agents. To this end, it invited more than 50 
entities and individuals to the first meeting of what would become the Forum for Re-

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flexion for the Integral Prevention of Forest . FiresAmong the dimensions and variables 
we address are key issues such as the situation of the world rural and the primary 
sector in particular, adaptive , forest managementthe problems of the wildland-urban 
interface, the role of public policies and the situation of firefighting operations.

The result of this process has  beenthe elaboration of the document 'Preventing fires, 
a collective responsibility', . launched in July with a communicative campaignThe 
intention has  beento convey these reflections and recommendations to decision-
makers and to help the population and the media to learn a little more about the 
situation and some possible solutions within our reach.

As of September 2023, the Forum has decided to dedicate its efforts to generate a 
Guide on integrated forest fire prevention actions for municipalities and the general 
public, based on the successful experiences and projects already implemented in 
Spain, which has continued throughout 2024.

ESCUELABORATORIO 2024

The Escuelaboratorio is an initiative of Fundación Entretantos, which celebrated its 
10th anniversary in 2023. It is part of the Permanent Seminars program of CENEAM 
(Ministry for Ecological Transition and the Demographic Challenge) and is conceived as 
an opportunity to reflect in groups, think and debate collectively on key and issues 
shared concerns around a monographic that theme varies from year to , but always 
maintaining a critical and constructive based on participation.approach

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It has an open and flexible seminar format that alternates the presentation of 
reflections, debates and exchange of opinions, knowledge and testing participation , 
techniquessharing of experiences and case studies as a resource, stimulus and engine 
for the construction of a common learning process.

Thus, there are open spaces for debate throughout the meeting, some inspiring 
experiences are presented by their protagonists and is reserved .a space for 
knowledge of useful tools for participation and the construction of shared knowledge

The Escuelaboratorio has the vocation to travel throughout Spain and, at the same 
time that it moves through different themes, each edition approaches a different 
locality, thus facilitating the integration of people, movements and experiences from 
different areas. In addition, each year different , people and entities are incorporated 
into the team defining the theme and design of the seminardepending on the starting 
theme and the territory in which it is held.

In 2024 we teamed up with Agrocuir and the Ulloa Viva Platform to reflect on the 
social articulation that was taking place in Ulloa around the opposition to a 
macrocellulose project with the  intentionof being installed  inthe region. In this 
edition we wanted to explore the potential of audiovisual tools to collect and 
disseminate the collective reflection.

The result has been a film, O Ulla Sí, whose provisional editing was presented at the 
Agrocuir festival and whose preview took place in February 2025 in Antas de Ulla, on the 
occasion of the VIII . Foro Galego de AgroecoloxíaThroughout 2025, the film will be 
screened in different places and events.

EAS COURSES AT CENEAM

Within the framework of the implementation of the Environmental Education Action 
Plan for Sustainability (PAEAS) approved in 2021, CENEAM annually implements one of 
the most demanded actions during the process of elaboration of the Plan: to update 
and reinforce the training and capacity building of people related  tothe planning and 
development of environmental education programs.

To give shape to this action, CENEAM commissioned the three entities that had been 
working on the final draft of the plan (Entretantos, Feitoría Verde and Altekio) a 
training program that resulted  inthe design and coordination of two courses: 'Keys for a 
transformative environmental education in the era of transitionecological ', aimed at 
environmental , education professionalsand 'Environmental education at the heart of 
public policies. Tools and experiences for the ecological transition', aimed at people 
from public administrations. Both have a mixed , formatwith a virtual part and a partface-
to-face . The first three editions have already been developed -in 2022, 2023 and 2024- 
and the coordination and dissemination of the new edition for 2025 is underway.

REPORT ON MAINSTREAMING EAS PUBLIC POLICIES

The Environmental Education Action Plan for Sustainability 2021-2025 (PAEAS) is the 
second statewide document, twenty years after the White Paper, which . provides a 
framework and roadmap for the development of environmental educationThe PAEAS 
was drafted in a context of climate and environmental , the emergencyneed for an 
urgent transition towards more sustainable models and a profound cultural change.

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The Plan is structured on 6 axes, the first of which focuses on the mainstreaming of 
environmental education in public . policiesOne of the objectives of this axis is the 
integration of EAS in public policies and administrative . structuresIn order to 
contribute to this joint work between education and management, we have elaborated 
a study -in collaboration with the cooperatives Altekio and Feitoría Verde-, which 
analyzes the different spaces, areas and tools to carry out this integration of EAS in 
different public policies.

The study was published in spring 2024 and aims to improve the understanding of the 
concept of mainstreaming of Environmental Education for Sustainability and to promote 
a good implementation of projects, initiatives, structures and legislative proposals. It is a 
reference material for the staff of different public administrations who want to 
improve the mainstreaming component of Environmental Education .initiatives

The approach of this study is proposed:
